Hon. Mr. Osmonbek Artykbaev, MP welcomed the participants of the AFPPD Central Asia Sub-
Regional Conference and introduced the panelists of the Opening Session. He then noted the



importance of empowering vulnerable groups (including girls, older persons and persons with
disabilities) to ensure the sustainable development of the country, investing in children and gender
equality, and eliminating all social and legal barriers they face. He looked forward to everyone’s
active participation and sharing of experiences, and invited the Speaker of Parliament to open the
session.

Hon. Speaker Chynybai Tursunbekov welcomed all participants to Kyrgyzstan, calling the
Conference a “milestone event” for the country. He stated that he was proud to identify that
addressing the challenges of vulnerable people was a priority for Central Asian countries, praising
their abilities to promote social development and overcome barriers. From a global perspective, Hon.
Speaker revealed that more than 1 billion people live in extreme poverty, 200 million have been
affected by natural disasters, and more than 100 million currently require humanitarian aid, but that
the international community has also halved maternal mortality in the past 20 years, showing great
progress in achieving gender equality and improving health. Central Asia is also now facing new
challenges in population ageing, youth and migration that require more active parliamentarian
involvement, and the Hon. Speaker Chynybai detailed Kyrgyzstan’'s response to these challenges to
include ratifying international treaties/conventions, adopting national laws to protect its citizens,
offering free legal aid to the elderly and refugee populations at the State’s expense, and directing
efforts towards improving nutrition. Implementation difficulties were recognized as a direct result
of lack of funding and budget.

Hon. Mr. Sapar Isakov confirmed Kyrgyzstan’'s support for the AFPPD and commitment to
improving women’s health, Sexual and Reproductive Health and Rights (SRHR), gender equality,
women’s empowerment and addressing youth access issues to quality healthcare. He also clarified
that the purpose of the National Strategy for Sustainable Development 2013-2017 was to
nationally improve women’s empowerment, maternal health, responsibility of parents towards their
children, active ageing and implementing measures to prevent Violence Against Women (VAW) and
early marriage. Lastly, Hon. Mr. Isakov clarified that parliamentarians are at the forefront of
promoting laws, and he expressed gratitude for their active work.

Dr. Mika Marumoto first voiced her appreciation to all participants before providing an overview of
AFPPD and its Strategic Framework. Dr. Marumoto also outlined the Conference objectives: to
increase awareness and use of international legal instruments related to AFPPD’s mandate, share
good practices and country-context experiences, increase parliamentarians’ knowledge to achieve
equal access to quality healthcare in the region, and discuss how to effectively use parliamentarians’
oversight and budgetary powers to address challenges and monitor and facilitate effective
implementation of related laws and policies.

Hon. Mme. Cholpon Sultanbekova welcomed all participants on behalf of the Kyrgyz government
and recognized the significance of the event to uphold Kyrgyzstan’s commitment to human rights,
social protection and vulnerable groups. She recounted Kyrgyzstan’s past Millennium Development
Goal (MDGs) achievements, and confirmed 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) were adopted
into its 2030 agenda, and eliminating hunger, providing nutrition and food security are top priorities.



Lastly, Hon. Mme. Sultanbekova stated that the Conference allowed a unique platform to identify and
discuss several solutions for the country, and wished for a valuable and constructive dialogue.

With 60% of the total population under 30 years old, H.E. Ambassador Yoshihiro Yamamura
identified the Kyrgyz Republic as a “young nation”, and noted that 26% of children under 2 suffered
from anemia, 42% of women were short of folic acid, and 35% of women of reproductive age had
iron deficiencies. Nevertheless, Ambassador Yamamura confirmed Japan’s strong commitment to
addressing population problems in the region, noting that Japan was UNFPA’s main donor and that
the Japan Trust Fund granted USD 1.3 million to the AFPPD. On a local scale, he noted that Japan'’s
Grassroots Grant Programme and UNICEF improved child and maternal care in remote areas, while
working with the World Food Programme (WFP) was strengthening the roles of women in rural
Kyrgyzstan. Lastly, he noted the timeliness of Central Asia’s discussion of population problems, and
Japan’s continued assistance.

Ms. Alanna Armitage submitted a video message where she confirmed that the theme of the
Conference “goes to the heart” of Agenda 2030, and that people are at the center of the SDGs. She also
recognized the challenge of translating this framework into national policies, calling for an inclusive
dialogue and relying on the leadership and expertise of parliamentarians to facilitate the agenda,
strengthen legal frameworks and allocate necessary budgets for its implementation. Ms. Armitage
concluded by thanking the AFPPD, Parliamentarians and the Parliament of Kyrgyzstan for arranging
the meeting and recommended the ICPD Programme of Action as a guide to achieve SDGs, stressing
the importance of people-centered policies.



Mirroring Ms. Armitage’s expectations, Mr. Pedro Pablo Villanueva, UNFPA Representative
reminded participants that governments took a pledge in Agenda 2030 that “no one will be left
behind”. He then noted that Central Asia has made progress in poverty reduction and healthcare over
the past two decades, and also confirmed the ICPD Programme of Action’s contribution to inclusive
sustainable development. He then pointed out that successes can mask remaining inequalities,
revealing that Central Asia has high teenage pregnancy, maternal mortality and gender-based
violence rates. He reminded parliamentarians of their duty to create supporting legal and policy
environments to address these challenges, facilitating participatory decision-making and democratic
governance, which support the achievement of all the goals. On a positive note, the UN Population
Division predicts that the total-fertility rate will decrease and life expectancy will increase by 2030,
and Mr. Villanueva quoted Goal 16 of the Agenda 2030 to confirm that Parliamentarians must be
flexible, accountable, transparent and responsive to the changing structure of social needs. He
concluded by thanking all participants for their attendance, and hoped for an uplifting and successful
conference.

Last to speak at the Opening Session was Ms. Yukie Mokuo, who on behalf of UNICEF thanked
Central Asia MPs and governments for their efforts to decrease maternal mortality, increase child
school participation and reduce STI/HIV prevalence in the region. She then reminded all participants
that investing in the protection and nutrition of children must start at a young age to develop them
into productive citizens, where every dollar invested in children generates a 7 dollar return in the
future. Ms. Mokuo also argued that investing in children is likely to decrease criminal activity and
dependence on social benefits, and that parliamentarians must work together to achieve local goals
and use their capacities to address the most vulnerable children.

SESSION ONE: Ensuring Access to Quality Health Care by
Women, Youth and Older Persons

ensuring access to quality health care by women, youth and older persons on June 28, 2017 in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan.

Hon. Mr. Shavkhat Utemissov welcomed all participants and was eager to discuss problems related
to political will and taking active measures to put systems in place. He identified Kazakhstan's
priorities for Family Planning and Child and Maternal Mortality, confirming that life expectancy has
increased by 4.8% and infant mortality has decreased by 2.8%, and the new Kazakhstan Family
Planning National Framework Program 2017-2021 will increase access to contraceptives and
improve accessible health quality. He then invited Dr. Talantbek Batyraliev to give his presentation.

Dr. Talantbek Batyraliev announced that Kyrgyzstan’s Parliament approved the construction of a
new children’s hospital, and reminded participants that each country has its own problems and
visions, thus requiring a joint approach from national/international experts and other MPs. His
graphs specifically showed a 21.3% overall reduction in infant mortality, and an upward trend in life



expectancy, but Dr. Batyraliev also pointed out a decrease in contraceptive use which followed the
switch from UNFPA being the main provider of contraceptive supplies to the State taking on that role.
With these facts considered, he recommended higher parliamentarian and government involvement
in rural areas to determine which laws and programs aren’t being properly implemented, and what
responses are required to address healthcare cross-cutting issues such as access to clean drinking
water, good roads and government utilities. He also noted the Ministry of Health’s consideration for
vulnerable populations through helping pregnant women around the country register properly,
opening new electronically-integrated healthcare systems and initiating the Program to Support
Families and Protect Children 2017-2027, yet issues with staffing and funding still remain.

Hon. Mr. Utemissov thanked Dr. Batyraliev for his contribution, reminded participants that
Kyrgyzstan was able to achieve MDG 4: Reduce Child Mortality, and invited Dr. Umarzoda to the floor.

Dr. Saida Umarzoda, First Deputy Minister of Health and Social Protection of Tajikistan, spoke the initiatives of
the Tajik government in relation to sexual and reproductive health and rights on June 28, 2017 in Bishkek,
Kyrgyzstan. (Photo: AFPPD)

Dr. Saida Umarzoda thanked the AFPPD, UNFPA and the Kyrgyz Parliament for the honour
of speaking at the conference, and focused most of her presentation on Sexual and Reproductive
Health and Rights (SRHR). She attributed the decrease in maternal mortality to targeted
policies and programs implemented in Tajikistan, and recognized that the government is currently
implementing state-guaranteed benefit packages for vulnerable groups. Dr. Umarzoda also
expressed her gratitude to the UNFPA Country Office for making more than 11 types of
contraceptives available and increasing contraceptive use from 15% in 2014 to 70% in 2016.
She also noted that the Tajik Government was increasing contraceptive supplies for
adolescents and reorganizing maternity homes through newly-adopted protocols, and the
Japanese organization ‘Tokyo FM- Hellosmile’ was credited with increasing reproductive
cancer screenings. She then identified 2017 as the “Year of Youth” to focus on
reinforcing and updating legislation concerning SRHR of youth and improve consultation
services for youth health. Government efforts against domestic violence have also been
prioritized through women’s empowerment programs and offer gender-sensitive services

through better training for healthcare professionals. Lastly, Dr. Umarzoda summarized the
country’s other achievements like reducing abortions and unwanted pregnancies, but warned
against insufficient funding and low male involvement in family planning.

Hon. Mr. Utemissov applauded the targeted work being performed by Tajikistan, and was very
optimistic about the outcomes while he invited Ms. Damira Abakirova to the floor.

Ms. Damira Abakirova confirmed the region’s positive trend of decreasing child mortality since
2005, as well as reducing anemia by half in Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan. She then
identified Kyrgyzstan’s participation in the Scaling Up Nutrition (SUN) Movement since 2011, where
assistance from the Ministry of Agriculture helped implement a national nutritional program aimed
at promoting food security, and helped develop new mechanisms for the Food Security and Nutrition
Board. Ms. Abakirova also mentioned that Memorandums of Understanding have been signed with
the business community and UN Agencies to prioritize nutrition, and stressed the need for
accountability and involvement of regional partners so that Central Asia can benefit as a whole.

Hon. Mr. Utemissov recommended that Kazakhstan consider joining the SUN Movement, while Dr.
Marumoto introduced the first Reflection Session.

Reflections:

Ms. Hadley Rose called on MPs to keep facilitating citizen access to health care services, counselling
and health information, referring to the training and employment of female community health
workers in Pakistan and Afghanistan to reach very remote areas. Ms. Rose noted that these workers
will contribute to women’s empowerment, and can be employed within remote areas to provide basic
counselling, women'’s health information and access to contraceptives. She also recommended that
youth services must be age-appropriate and provided in a comfortable environment, drawing
inspiration from a Rwanda case study where contraceptive prevalence increased from 4% to 50% in
10 years. She concluded by noting that Rwanda has the highest percentage of female MPs in the
world, implying strong ties between health and Gender Equality and Women’s Empowerment.

Dr. Aziza Hamidova recognized the similar interests that Central Asian countries share with regards
to human rights, mainly nutrition, early pregnancies, access to contraceptives and abortions. She
commented that all mentioned legislative frameworks were inter-linked with global goals, yet
require more inter-sectorial coordination as healthcare is a proven cross-cutting issue with factors
that the Ministry of Health cannot manage alone. Dr. Hamidova also reminded participants that the
community must be involved in the monitoring of laws and problems so that their voices can be heard
and both horizontal and vertical integration approaches must be taken to achieve set goals and
objectives. She concluded by calling on MPs to develop their country-based advocacy action plans.

FLOOR:



Hon. Mr. Osmonbek Artykbaev (Kyrgyzstan): nutrition and gender equality is a relevant issue for
the region, and although laws are in place, they lack effectiveness and implementation. As an example,
flour fortification is legally required for domestic consumption in Kyrgyzstan, but does not apply to
imported unfortified flour from Kazakhstan via our Customs Union. The Eurasian Economic Union
and Kazakhstan'’s custom authorities must assist us in regulating this trade.

Hon. Mr. Shavkhat Utemmisov (Kazakhstan): this issue is formally recognized, we would like to
explore and find a mutual solution to make sure that flour is first fortified before being exported.

Hon. Rep. Rodel Batocabe (Philippines): access to food security and healthy drinking water should
be considered a health issue. I'm glad to see MPs are open to discussing this situation.

Dr. Talantbek Batyraliev (Kyrgyzstan): summer has the potential of multiplying water-borne
diseases. Access to clean water is also likely to decrease hospital admissions by 40%, as well as
reduce the risk of child mortality and economic burden. Populations must be advised to boil their
water, and governments must institute quality infrastructure to maintain necessary water sanitation.
More than 20% of the national budget is spent on economic development, and hopefully in the near
future, 90% of villagers will have access to a clean water supply.

Kyrgyz MP: How are contraceptives registered with regards to age and demographic category?

Dr. Saida Umarzoda (Tajikistan): it's considered a family issue in Tajikistan, the budget has
increased by 1.5%.

Hon. Mr. Shavkhat Utemmisov (Kazakhstan): factors to consider would be the low prevalence of
contraceptives in areas, the amount of childless marriage, informal education, and an increased
demand/use for family planning and information systems.

Hon. Mr. Dilan Perera (Sri Lanka): in Sri Lanka for example, the Ministry of Health has a program
where the main duty of community workers is to look after pregnant women, address newborn
problems, and the Access to Information Act 2011 is legally applicable.

Hon. Mrs. Aigul Nurkina, MP Kazakhstan, provided an overview of the ageing situation in Kazakhstan particularly
in relation to employment and health care on June 28, 2017, in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan. (Photo: AFPPD)

Hon. Mrs. Aigul Nurkina highlighted that the ageing situation in Kazakhstan is similar to that of
Europe, particularly due to negative migration, increased birth rate and higher life expectancies. She
mentioned that the government is focusing on policy development through the implementation of
the Strategic Plan for Development of the Republic of Kazakhstan until the year 2020. Hon. Ms.
Nurkina also noted that Kazakhstan has a mandatory pension system in which the pension increases
based on work experience and age, and has made efforts to “automate” public services, allowing for
simplified delivery of services for social insurance payments. Since January, the pension has
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increased by 7%, and in July, is expected to increase to 13%. Health care is provided for free to the
elderly people under a unified health system. Under this system, citizens can also receive specialized
healthcare services. Additionally, more than 4000 health training courses are provided for healthcare
personnel. From the first of July 2017, Kazakhstan will introduce a system of mandatory health and
social insurance. This system aims to deliver health services of high quality with the provision of
social services such as home-based care and daycare units. Hon. Ms. Nurkina also highlighted that lot
of work is being done in relation to employment and ageing. For certain careers, such as judges or
those in the military, the employment period is longer than the regular pension age. The government
is also taking additional measures for persons above 50 years old to increase their competitiveness
when they reach the pension age. They are entitled to government support in terms of training like
entrepreneurship or social service support, and to take short courses. They are also entitled to
microloans. Two years prior to retirement, they are entitled to social job opportunities. In conclusion,
Hon. Ms. Nurkina expressed that Kazakhstan will continue to address problems of ageing and the
concept of social development until 2030. Among key areas are the protection of income of older
persons and affordable health care.

Next to present was Mr. Nurullo Mahmadulloev, who noted that the population of Tajikistan has
increased from 5.3 million in 1990 to 8.8 million in 2017 with 44% of the population currently under
the age of 15 years old. According to demographic projections, the population is expected to reach 10
million by 2020, and special attention must be given to government subsidies and social needs to
support this growth. In addition to the general population growth, Mr. Mahmadulloev addressed the
situation of ageing in his country. He said that in order to promote a progressive economy, it is critical
to recognize that older people are productive resources. However, to fulfill their capacity and
potential, the labor market must change, allowing for more modernization of existing programs and
taking measures to extend working activities. Mr. Mahmadulloev then highlighted that currently,
65% of citizens receiving retirement benefit are women, and the elderly in Tajikistan are entitled to
incremental benefits for those who required care and pensions. Free health care services are also
provided to elderly. Mr. Mahmadulloev also noted that changes have been made in Article 34 of the
Constitution where children are responsible for the well-being of their parents. Among the key
priorities in the development of social protection in Tajikistan is ensuring free access for elderly
people to health and social services. In this regard, it is critical to develop capital-based financing and
employment opportunities for the elderly.

Ms. Armine Saghatelyan noted that the statistical data of the population in Armenia is similar to the
previous data shown from Kazakhstan. For every 1000 people of working age in the population, there
are 195 elderly people and 314 children between the ages of 0 to 16. Armenia is among the countries
with a high ceiling of ageing. According to UNFPA, persons above 65 years old will make 22-23% of
the population in 30 years. The Government has also implemented a strategy to address ageing
issues. Ms. Saghatelyan highlighted the findings of a survey among the population of elderly people
in Armenia. It was surprising that among the different social services provided to the elderly, the
services that they chose most frequently were those that focus on social aspects. Ms. Saghatelyan
highlighted an institution built for ill elderly people which has specialized equipment to meet their
needs. She also presented about day centers where the elderly can go and stay during the day to have
social interaction with their peers. In addition to social services, the Government of Armenia needs
to invest in more programs concerning active ageing. This also includes the formulation of action
plans to organize active life for the elderly and encourage a healthy lifestyle. She noted that
cooperation with NGOs to provide care is also essential. In Armenia, employment is a challenge for
the elderly. Reforms must also be made in legislation and the elderly must be involved in decision
making at the community level. They must be given opportunities to continue their education and
skills training, such as computer skills, and opportunities to improve their interpersonal
relationships.

The last presenter was Dr. Cholpon Koshoeva, who presented the age structure in Kyrgyzstan,
highlighting the lower birthrate in previous generations. In the 1970s, there was a baby boom, but
this has drastically declined over the more recent decades. Among ageing issues, she highlighted that
meeting the needs of the elderly living in high mountainous areas is a particular challenge. 57.5% of
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the population receiving a pension are living below the minimum standard, which is 4400
Kyrgyzstani Som. Elderly women are particularly vulnerable as they generally have less working
years than men due to child rearing duties. Dr. Koshoeva also spoke about the interlinkages between
ageing and migration. She noted that some people are excluded from the retirement and pension
system, particularly those living in high mountainous areas. In winter time, the price of food is very
expensive, so in winter, these elderly individuals lack food security, which reaches its peak in
February and March. This also often contributes to migration. Dr. Koshoeva also noted several other
issues in relation to ageing, including employment and domestic violence against older persons.
There is also an increasing trend in relation to social exclusion. According to a survey, when asked
the question “do you participate in political events?,” the majority of older respondents, especially
women, said no. This relates to the issue of migration as younger individuals who migrate often leave
their children with the grandparents. This therefore limits their participation in social and cultural
events. Dr. Koshoeva stressed that the Government has to respond to these challenges, particularly
in the areas of social services in relation to ageing. There is a need for reforms, to reinforce
institutions of social workers together with institutions of volunteers. This combination can improve
the quality of social services available in the country.

Mr. Pedro Pablo Villanueva, who co-chaired the session, noted that all the presentations focus on
two important issues: 1) the young population, and 2) the challenges concerning population ageing
faced by many countries getting ready for such changes. However, ageing should not be regarded as
a problem. In fact, ageing is an indicator that the country is doing well. He encouraged participants
to look at ageing as a result of improved health systems, including reproductive health, and the
improvement of education, including life skills and comprehensive sexuality education. Mr.
Villanueva also noted that the question we have to ask is how countries can better prepare
themselves so that the ageing population can contribute to economic and social development. If it
will happen in 30 years, then it is the time to invest in youth, and at the same time, start creating
conditions to invest in ageing now, looking at ageing not only from a human rights perspective, but
also from a social and economic development perspective.

Reflections:

Ms. Hadley Rose noted that Kyrgyzstan was the only country in Central Asia that currently has a
national policy on ageing. In preparing for a more aged society, one of the first steps is to think of
how to develop a national ageing policy. Another issue highlighted by Ms. Rose is healthcare
shortages. The issue of pension was also brought up in all the presentations. However, we also have
to look at the gender dimension and consider the policy and practical implications of pension ages
and the discriminatory impact of differential pension ages for men and women. Kazakhstan, for
example, is progressively raising retirement age to equalize the age of men and women at 63.

Dr. Mika Marumoto noted that all presenters mention the interlinkages between active ageing and
income security. She highlighted that the community has an important role to play for the
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participation of the elderly. Mental health is also an important issue for active ageing. She shared two
examples of incidents in Japan related to this issue. In the first case, an elderly woman was found
wandering around the city by herself. There was one young high school boy who sensed that this
woman must be lost or have dementia, so he talked with her. She didn’t know her name or where she
lived, but the boy was able to work with the local authorities to ensure she was reunited with her
family. In the second case, however, an elderly man suffered from dementia and was lost and looking
for his way home after his hospital visit. Where he could not call a cab himself and no one noticed
him or attempted to help him, the man actually passed away as he was looking for his way home. Dr.
Marumoto therefore asked the audience to reflect on their role in ageing as a community member
and as Members of Parliament.

FLOOR:

Hon. Rep. Rodel Batocabe (Philippines): what is the percentage covered by the pension system?
And are housewives also technically entitled to pension?

Dr. Cholpon Koshoeva (Kyrgyzstan): 70% are entitled to pension benefits and the remaining
30%, including housewives, are entitled to social benefits.

Hon. Mrs. Aigul Nurkina (Kazakhstan): Kazakhstan will reconsider the basic parts of the pension
system in 2018. If a person has not worked for over 10 years, for example, they will be entitled to
50% subsistence level.

Mr. Nurullo Mahmadulloev (Tajikistan): 65% of beneficiaries in Tajikistan receive pension due to
age while 33% are entitled to pensions due to disability. Housewives are a concerning issue that
requires different registration procedures.

Kyrgyzstan MP: I'd like to ask a question on the mobility of elderly people. Which diseases are most
prevalent among senior citizens? And what are main daycare activities and how are they financed?

Hon. Rep. Rodel Batocabe (Philippines): How inclusive are these daycare centers? Are they
institutionalized at the local level - an institutionalized social service?

Dr. Cholpon Koshoeva (Kyrgyzstan): in the Kyrgyzstan survey, there is a huge section of
issues related to health and I would like to widen this perspective. There is a prevalence of
chronic and seasonal disease among the elderly, as well as an increase in diabetes due to lifestyles
and stress.
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SESSION THREE: Gender Equality and Women’s Empowerment

Citing some stereotypes as examples, Hon. Dr. Gulbakhor Ashurova acknowledged that gender
equality and women’s empowerment is an area of concern, and stressed its importance in the modern
world. Ms. Marta Diavolova, on the other hand, noted that achieving gender equality is necessary to
achieve all the SDGs by 2030, and special attention must be given to the progress of these goals.

Hon. Ms. Ainuru Altybayeva started her presentation by recognizing the gradual progress of
women'’s representation in Kyrgyzstan’s Parliament since 2005 (when there were no female MPs),
and listed a few other senior political positions currently held by women. She then provided an
outline of laws enacted against GBV, notably a new law against domestic violence and a draft law
against religious marriages legally deemed non-consensual, referring in particular to the
misconception of bride kidnapping. With regards to employment, Ms. Altybayeva mentioned a special
article related to competing for a state municipality position, and that advertising a job specifically
looking for men or women only is prohibited. Employers may also not ask questions related to an
employee’s future plans of having children. Moving to an economic perspective, Ms. Altybayeva
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identified growing national support for women entrepreneurs (who account for 22% of enterprises

and 50% SMEs) who have a tendency of only applying for small loans, and it was recommended that
targeted programs be allocated to further support women'’s economic empowerment.

Mrs. Marhabo Olimi, First Deputy Chairman, Committee on Women and Family Affairs of Tajikistan, stressed that
ending all forms of discrimination against women and girls is critical for the achievement of sustainable
development on June 28, 2017 in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan. (Photo: AFPPD)

Second to present was Mrs. Marhabo Olimi, who argued that gender equality is a subject of high
concern as it is one of the steps to social justice. She echoed the words of Ms. Diavolova, stating that
we cannot achieve sustainable development without achieving the SDGs, which is to end all forms of
discrimination against women and girls in public and private arenas. She recalled the National
Development Strategy 2030 adopted in 2016, which aims to improve living standards based on the
cross-cutting issues of Energy, Food Security, Safety and Gender Equality, the efforts of the State
Programme on Prevention of Family Violence 2014-2023 to prevent domestic violence, and the
National Programme of Elimination of Worst Forms of Child Labor 2015-2020 which included
efforts to counter human trafficking. Mrs. Olimi concluded by stressing the importance of male
involvement in addressing gender issues, relating and communicating on a community level,
particularly through schoolteachers, and conducting further Regional Workshops for inter-sectoral
cooperation.

Mr. Lucio Sarandrea’s presentation focused primarily on ending child marriage, revealing that 14%
of women in Kyrgyzstan under 24 were married before they were 18, and noting that these statistics
have a direct link to child mortality. He then summarized UNDP’s efforts to “de-culturalize” child
marriage, with responses ranging from supporting the new law that criminalizes child religious
marriage (though he acknowledged that dealing with religious rights is also a challenge) to training
teachers, judges, and police officers. He also mentioned a framework agreement between UNDP and
the Kyrgyz Government to halve the number of underage brides over the next 5 years. Mr. Sarandrea
also noted that Kyrgyzstan has many migrant workers, issues with divorce/paying alimony (only
recently being addressed with court orders that bar foreign travel), and legal advice in general. He
spoke of UNDP borrowing an idea from France where a bus visits many small villages to ask people
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if they need legal advice. Most of the clients are women, and primarily asked for advice concerning
land, other property, and alimony. Mr. Sarandrea concluded by emphasizing that effective legislation
includes all members of society, and justice needs to pass through hospitals and schools before
reaching the courtroom. He also reminded parliamentarians of SDG 16 that requires trained judges
and prosecutors to deliver justice, but should also reach people at community levels.

Ms. Diavolova complimented Mr. Sarandrea’s presentation by highlighting the importance of data in
relation to GBV, and was proud to announce that UNFPA EECARO and UNICEF were conducting a
survey on the impact on families and society of violence against women and children.

Reflections:

Ms. Hadley Rose highlighted a case on violence against women in India in the Briefing Cards, in
which an initiative allowed women to make harassment claims directly to the court without having
to first file complaints with police, which had been a barrier where women experienced additional
harassment. She also highlighted women’s economic empowerment with cases in Japan and South
Korea in which measures were adopted to legally protect women’s rights to balance family and work.
Japan also provides daycare centers located near the subway and bus stops so women can easily drop
off and pick up their child before and after work. Ms. Rose also spoke about engaging with religious
leaders on issues related to violence against women and health care, where their participation can
either improve or worsen women'’s protection and health (as seen in Philippines and Indonesia). She
then spoke on local progress, indicating that Kyrgyzstan has amended its laws to include de-facto
families in the definition of family, and that the Tajikistan Criminal Code now criminalizes
discrimination on the grounds of gender.

Ms. Mieko Yabuta stressed that investment in women goes a long way, and healthy, educated
mothers and children contribute to economic development. She highlighted the importance of
women’s participation in decision making and fighting child marriage, GBV and other gender
stereotypes. She also noted that it was encouraging to see many countries adopting laws that support
gender equality and laws on domestic violence, and MPs, political leaders and NGOs have “cultivated
the ground” for those efforts. She reminded parliamentarians of their duty to work together and
approve budgets and training, address the clear demand for legal advice for women, as well as
examining the retirement age.

FLOOR:

Kyrgyz MP: We have to revise the attitude towards women at the government level. Do you have an
institute such as a women’s council, and if so, how does it function?

Mrs. Marhabo Olimi (Tajikistan): We have the Council for Women and Elderly People in Tajikistan
which functions on a voluntary basis, and offers initiatives to different municipalities as these groups
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exist at local level. As only 17% of Tajikistan’s Parliament is represented by women, we should also
ensure that seats be transferred to other women if the Cabinet reshuffles.

Hon. Ms. Ainuru Altybaeva (Kyrgyzstan): In Kyrgyzstan, there are Commissions for Women, Youth
and Family in some provinces. Financing these groups is an issue and some function on a voluntary
basis.

Hon. Mr. Dilan Perera (Sri Lanka): Women'’s Associations are organized at the village level in Sri
Lanka to educate women on their rights, and the Government is trying to provide more funds for
these associations. We also have a legal aid center funded by UNDP and each courthouse has a legal
aid center which is especially useful for women.

Hon. Ms. Dina Mahalaxmi Upadhyay (Nepal): There is a gap between policy and access to services,
as well as general lack of knowledge of the law and services are poor. The law is an important
instrument, but without advocacy, the law is nothing. In my experience, even if we go to remote areas,
where many women are victims of different harmful economic structures or victimized in terms of
domestic violence, living in difficult circumstances, they don’t have the knowledge on the services or
the law. Therefore, they cannot ask about their rights.

Hon. Mr. Dinh Cong Sy (Vietnam): As a developing country, there are many difficulties, but Vietnam
has made great strides in economic and social development. We have achieved most of UN MDGs, and
have encouraged women to participate in the political process and events including those hosted by
the AFPPD and the Inter-Parliamentary Union (IPU).
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SESSION FOUR: Investing in Youth

Hon. Mr. Dastan Bekeshev stressed the importance of investing in youth and reproductive health
to benefit the entire nation and future generations. Dr. Meder Omurzakov welcomed participants
on behalf of the UNFPA, mentioning that the youth issues of all countries are equally significant.

Mrs. Dilnoza Ahmadzoda shared her views by stating that more than 1 million people in Tajikistan’s
population are considered youth. She also mentioned the country’s dedication to implementing youth
policies since its independence. She referred specifically to the 2004 Law on State Youth Policy’s
amendments in 2011 and 2014 to establish a National Board of Youth Affairs, which is currently 43
members strong and the leading coordinating body in the country for youth development and youth-
state relationships. On the Executive side, Mrs. Ahmadzoda also recounted the President of
Tajikistan’s meeting with more than 3,000 young people on 23rd May 2017 (National Youth Day)
where it was confirmed that youth issues must remain a national priority and conditions must be
facilitated to make society inclusive of youth and encourage youth to be productive members of
society. State responses included 10 government grants to public associations to promote patriotic
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and diversified education, and the National Youth Policy’s attention to strengthening the services
provided to young and vulnerable people (predominantly orphans and children with
disabilities/special needs). Ms. Ahmadzoda concluded by recommending that parliamentarians
review the best practices of youth policies in other countries for inspiration, and was happy to
mention the UNFPA will continue working to support relevant laws in Tajikistan.

Mr. Amankulov Kanat presented next, confirming Kyrgyzstan’s similar legal recognitions of youth
issues and youth development in the Constitution, and was pleased to announce that the State Agency
on Youth had developed a new draft law available for public discussion. He also mentioned the
National Strategy for Sustainable Development 2013-2017 in making a contribution to the future
development of the country, and a 2012 Plan of Action with UN Agencies to increase youth awareness
on SDG accomplishment, where data was collected on civil participation, education and science, and
economic opportunities, among other topics. On a local scale, Mr. Kanat confirmed that smaller
municipalities arrange a series of activities with the assistance of donor agencies and there are more
than 50 active Youth Centers in Kyrgyzstan, while on a national scale, youth volunteer programs play
an important role in facilitating such events as the biennial World Nomad Games. He concluded by
recommending establishing more youth volunteer movements, and was happy to affirm that the State
Agency will continue its efforts to create enabling environments for youth.
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Mr. Naoki Nihei, Peace and Development Advisor at UN Kyrgyzstan, highlighted several successful initiatives in
Kyrgyzstan that engage youth in their community on June 29, 2017 in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan. (Photo: AFPPD)
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Last to present was Mr. Naoki Nihei, who reminded participants that the 2030 Agenda and the SDGs
cannot be achieved without supporting youth participation, noting the efforts of many countries in
promoting education, launching advocacy campaigns and performing high-level consultations. He
specifically mentioned the UN’s adoption of Resolution 2250 on Youth, Peace and Security in 2015,
emphasizing its contribution to empower youth as agents in peacebuilding efforts, and how the joint
“Youth for Peaceful Change” project with Kyrgyzstan’s State Agency of Youth Affairs trained 3,000
diverse young people to become local community leaders. Staying on the topic, Mr. Nihei recalled the
UNDP, UNFPA, and Peacebuilding Support Office (PBSO) organization of a Youth Consultation in
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Istanbul, Turkey where the challenge of preventing violent extremism among boys was discussed. He
argued that this was an issue in all Central Asian countries, motivated by discrimination against
migrant workers, economic hardship and state harassment, and that it should be addressed with the
assistance of religious and community leaders and fellow youth through peer-to-peer consultations.
Mr. Nihei concluded his speech by noting the success of the “Kazakhstan for Peace” movement in
engaging with youth and religious leaders. He did recognize issues of credibility among many NGOs,
but re-emphasized the importance of investing in youth.

Ms. Hadley Rose mentioned the positive impact that sport participation has had on youth in
Tajikistan through a kickboxing program, including its ability to help youth develop self-discipline
and understand the concept of compromise through experiencing both winning and losing in a safe,
supervised environment. She also referred to de-radicalization education programmes: the first in
Malaysia that engages religious leaders to effect religious re-education for youth who are tending
toward extremist views, and secondly in Denmark where youth who are at risk of radicalization or
who are returning home after being radicalized are matched with mentors from their own
communities to promote their integration into the fabric of society and break down barriers of
perceived inequality. Both programmes present very high levels of success (near 100%) in de-
radicalizing youth.

Mr. Gulzhigit Ermatov was happy to hear about the efforts in Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan, and
reminded parliamentarians of their crucial role in developing youth policies. He also mentioned that
attention must be given to what youth speak about while practicing sports and thanked Mr. Naoki
Nihei for providing a good overview on the causes of radicalization.

FLOOR:

Hon. Mr. Shahin Ismayilov (Azerbaijan): Provided an example of the Youth Foundation of
Azerbaijan, which was established by the Presidentin 2011 and provides support for NGOs and youth
projects.

Hon. Mr. Pius Lustrilanang (Indonesia): 66 million people in Indonesia are between the ages of 10
and 24. Youth today are better educated and connected with the rest of the world, and some 25
Ministers have implemented youth programs in compliance with the National Action Plan through
the Ministry of Youth and Sports. We are also facing a growth in radicalization, which has prompted
the Indonesian Parliament to look at terrorism laws and review social and economic programs.

Ms. Mieko Yabuta (UNFPA): With reference to Tajikistan’s youth policies and strategies, what
platforms are being used for planning and coordination in other Central Asian countries?
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Mr. Amankulov Kanat (Kyrgyzstan): Kyrgyzstan's new draft law will be distributed at public
hearings for scrutiny. Other public and international organizations like NGOs can also give advice on
our laws before they are submitted to Parliament.

Mrs. Dilnoza Ahmadzoda (Tajikistan): the National Program on Youth Development 2016-
2019 is divided into 10 priorities, and these priorities are constantly reviewed and monitored for
their youth coverage.

Hon. Mr. Osmonbek Artykbaev (Kyrgyzstan): We as MPs need to focus on the practical
implementation of laws, otherwise youth are left to solve their problems by themselves. We also have
to develop more effective programs and provide good opportunities for young people to realize their
potential.

Ms. Hadley Rose: Hong Kong has a school-based youth program focusing on the risk behaviors of
bullying and adolescent activities which has been very effective in also reducing illegal drug use.

Tajikistan MP: The Committee on Youth Affairs in Tajikistan offers scholarships and grants to
support young entrepreneurs in response to their growth in the country.

Hon. Mr. Dilan Perera (Sri Lanka): Sri Lanka has over 22 youth associations, and courses are also
being offered to promote youth entrepreneurship. We would also like to allocate funds for youth in
Parliament.

Hon. Mr. Dastan Bekeshev (Kyrgyzstan): there is a lot of young talent in Kyrgyzstan which should
be better recognized. I particularly liked Tajikistan and Azerbaijan’s methods. We need to support
start-ups and social entrepreneurship activities as well as volunteer programs.
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SESSION FIVE: Country Advocacy Plans of Action?

This session focused on confirming each country’s advocacy plans of action based on the knowledge
shared during the conference as well as recommendations made through the AFPPD Legislation
Analysis/Factsheets Project. (AFPPD Member National Committees were provided with the respective
draft Factsheets at the beginning of the Conference).

Albania: the country’s priority issue was recognized to be ensuring universal access to Sexual and
Reproductive Health and Rights, as well as enhanced healthcare services for individuals suffering
reproductive health cancers and diseases. Activities will include reproductive cancer screening and
voluntary HIV screening and counselling for both youth and adults. Stakeholders and Non-Profit
Organizations will also organize the protocols for treating victims of GBV, domestic violence and
sexual abuse, and gender-sensitive research will be conducted to identify gaps in maternal care.

Armenia: Armenia will focus on gender issues and children’s rights. They plan to strengthen their
collaboration with civil society organizations on issues related to effective implementation of laws
and policies as well as data collection and analysis.

Azerbaijan: Azerbaijan’s priority issue concerns Investing in Youth, which will be facilitated by
establishing a new comprehensive and bilingual youth sexuality curriculum. Teachers will be trained
by NGOs and youth will be approached on the topic via web content, social media and school
presentations.

Bangladesh: Bangladesh’s priority issue was recognized as Youth Development, where programs
will be initiated to promote entrepreneurship among unemployed youth, as well as opportunities to
train youth under different working conditions.

! Due to urgent work in the parliament, the delegation of Kazakhstan was unable to attend this session.
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Indonesia: Indonesia’s priority of Youth Development will cross-cut with Women’s Empowerment,
as activities will include increasing rural women'’s access to education and training of women to
enhance their awareness of health education. The country also plans to increase pension coverage in
the informal sector.

Kyrgyzstan: Kyrgyzstan will take active ageing among priority agendas, focusing on increased
budget and the compliance of national laws with international norms as well as their development
and implementation. They also identified the need to develop a social policy focusing on access to
quality healthcare for vulnerable groups and to revise their youth policy.

Nepal: Nepal will focus on Sexual and Reproductive Health and Rights, seeking to adopt the draft Law
on Reproductive Health, develop a Sexuality Education Curriculum, and make this curriculum
appropriate to the ages and culture of its citizens.

Philippines: The Philippines’ priority issue was identified as Active Ageing, where efforts will be
concentrated on furthering education for the elderly (especially in the use of computers and
electronic devices) in rural areas.

Sri Lanka: Sri Lanka will focus on Ensuring access to Quality Health Care for Women, Youth and
Older Persons. Activities will include improving elderly-care facilities, addressing lack of funds for
cancer and kidney operations, and improving the financial security and protection of the elderly.
Other activities will include expanding the duties of family health officers to include elderly care
(including mental health) and providing better protection for women and girls by improving the
Domestic Violence Act.

Tajikistan: Tajikistan identified contraceptive support and cervical cancer as priority health issues,
and the need to raise awareness of these issues in different constituencies. The findings of a pilot
project on cervical cancer will also be discussed at the end of 2017 by various Ministries, led by the
Ministry of Health.

Turkmenistan: Turkmenistan will focus on fourteen strategic areas in the National Action Plan on
Gender Equality for 2015-2020 and the need for effective coordination among all stakeholders.

Vietnam: Each year more than 1.5 million Vietnamese require jobs, meaning Parliament will focus

its effort on job creation, Technical Vocational and Educational Training (TVET) and Youth
Healthcare.

Hon. Mr. Osmonbek Artykbaev thanked all participants for leading and engaging in the Conference,
noting that a lot of new information and ideas had been exchanged. He was happy to announce that
all Conference goals and objectives had been reached and invited Ms. Diavolova and Dr. Marumoto
to deliver their closing remarks.

Ms. Marta Diavolova thanked all participants for attending the Conference and noted the progress
it will facilitate toward Agenda 2030 on addressing population dynamics, SRHR, gender equality and
youth in Central Asia. She also recognized the strong political commitment made by participants, that
the ICPD Programme of Action is at the heart of the SDGs, and getting the right data and information
is key to reaching the most vulnerable populations. Ms. Diavolova also identified the barriers to the
region’s development, notably child and maternal mortality, gender inequality, lack of access to
sexual and reproductive health information, and youth unemployment. She made it clear that
countries must institute robust monitoring systems to provide evidence of inequalities so that they
can be addressed at their roots, and a multi-layered disaggregation of data will be required to achieve
the SDGs. Ms. Diavolova then invited participants to refer to the ICPD and 2030 Agenda to effectively
address social, economic and environmental challenges, and to uphold human rights. She indicated
that the Sub-Regional Conference also picked up on some of the major challenges faced by
Parliamentarians and how legal/policy frameworks are making a difference. She concluded her
speech by thanking the Parliament of the Kyrgyz Republic and the AFPPD for co-hosting the event,
and announced that UNFPA will continue assisting in the sustainable development of the region.
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Dr. Mika Marumoto provided an overview of the key discussion points and outcomes of the
Conference, confirming that further investment in the empowerment of vulnerable groups will
eliminate all social and legal barriers to their development. She then identified new challenges like
population ageing, family planning and migration currently being experienced in Central Asia, but
was happy to announce that the Kyrgyz Republic’s young history allowed it to learn from other
countries’ experiences. On the topic of Health, Dr. Marumoto emphasized the similar achievements
and issues in Central Asia, notably access to nutrition and safe drinking water, and reminded
parliamentarians to create specialized health services and consider training community health
workers. With regards to Active Ageing, Dr. Marumoto identified the region’s increase in life
expectancy and elderly population, which motivates the need for active ageing strategies, flexible
pension systems and elder-specific health investments. On Women and Gender Equality, it was
determined that women’s empowerment was critical to the achievement of the SDGs, and Kyrgyzstan
has been successful in increasing legal protections for women. However, access and knowledge of
women'’s legal rights remain an issue in rural areas, and Women’s Committees must be formalized.
Lastly on Youth, Dr. Marumoto recognized the growing need for the protection and development of
Central Asia’s young population, and Parliamentarians must continue focusing on providing decent
education, healthy lifestyles and social support and employment opportunities. The contributions of
youth to the economy and peacebuilding must also be formally recognized.

Summary: According to the responses, the majority of participants expressed that they were “very
satisfied” and “satisfied” with the conference. No responder expressed that they felt dissatisfied.
Most responders expressed that the conference was a valuable opportunity for
parliamentarians to exchange knowledge and perspectives among themselves and with experts.
The majority said that their understanding on quality health care for all, gender equality and
women’s empowerment, youth issues and active ageing has improved after the conference. Most
responders also found AFPPD’s new project concerning the Legislation Outputs and Fact Sheets to
be useful. Some participants provided recommendations to AFPPD particularly in relation to the
timing of the conference and the need to involve even more expert perspectives from academia and
international organizations (see “General Highlighted Comments — Recommendations”).

The topics that were most commonly cited were youth issues (expressed by 12 participants),
active ageing (expressed by 6 participants), and gender equality and women’s
empowerment (expressed by 5 participants). Specific topics that were cited included
effective tools to influence adolescents on health issues, youth development programs,
funding for contraceptives, and violence against women and children.

Did any session stood out to you the most and why?

The three most commonly cited sessions in response to this question were Session 4 on
Investing in Youth (expressed by 8 participants), Session 3 on Gender Equality and Women'’s
Empowerment (expressed by 6 participants), and Session 5 on Country Advocacy Plans of
Action (expressed by 5 participants).

Do you have any suggestions to improve future regional or sub-regional conferences of
AFPPD?

Recommendations centered on the timing of the conference, namely the need for more time
to fully address each agenda topic, as well as to involve more perspectives from
international researchers, international organizations, and youth (particularly on youth
topics).

“It would be great to have more perspectives from academia and international organizations.”

“We needed more interaction among participants and more time to discuss and share
experiences.”

“In the fourth session, it was a discussion on youth without youth. It would be great to involve
young people themselves in such events.”

“We needed more time for discussions. Perhaps next time, the conference can focus on only one
or two topics.”

Ladies and gentlemen,

It's a great pleasure for me to attend today's conference.

Kyrgyz Republic is young nation, only 25 years have passed since the
independence of Kyrgyz Republic. Kyrgyz people says: "Baldar -
kelechek eeleri”", that means: “Children are masters of the future”.
60% of the population is under 30 years old, and population increases by
2% every year.

But unfortunately, 26% of the children under 2 years old suffer from
anemia, 42% of women are short of folic acid, 35% of women of the
reproductive age are short of iron. This tendency is even worse in the
southern area.

Japan has very strong interest on population problems to achieve SDGs.
For example, Japan helped to hold Global Conference of
Parliamentarians on Population and Development in 2016 (GCPPD2016).
Also, | have to point out that Japan is the main donor of UNFPA and
contributed 1.3 million $ for AFPPD (Asian Forum of Parliamentarians
on Population and Development) or other NGOs via Japan Trust Fund.
In Kyrgyzstan, we keep the same attitude to population problems. For
example we helped maternal child healthcare via UNICEF, helped
strengthen the role of women in the rural area via WFP.

Also, we use Grassroots Grant Programme of the Government of Japan
for improvement of maternal and child care in the remoted area.

It's very timely for Central Asian parliamentarians to discuss the
population problems, in my opinion. Japan would like to continue to
tackle the problem as much as possible.

Excellences,
Honorable Members of Parliament,
Ladies and gentlemen,

It is a great honor for me to address you, on behalf of UNFPA, the United Nations Population
Fund, at the opening of this conference on “Addressing the Challenges of Vulnerable Populations
in Central Asia.”

As the Regional Director, Alanna Armitage, said in her opening remarks, this theme goes to the
heart of our common development agenda.

In the Agenda 2030, our governments committed themselves to ensure that all human beings
can fulfil their potential in dignity and equality and in a healthy environment.

They pledged that “no one will be left behind.”

They confirmed that they want to see the goals and targets met for all nations and peoples and
for all segments of society.

And they made clear that they will endeavor to reach the furthest behind first.

We have seen great gains in our region in the past two decades — in poverty reduction, girls’
education, maternal and child mortality, access to sexual and reproductive health services,
including family planning, and the protection of reproductive rights, to name but a few areas.

The ICPD Programme of Action, adopted by member states in Cairo in 1994, has provided an
important framework for making this progress possible.

With its shift from population numbers to the rights and needs of individual people, the ICPD
truly marked a turning point in our path towards inclusive, equitable, sustainable development.

In fact, the ICPD in many ways anticipated key aspects of the SDGs, and it will remain a highly
relevant framework for making the Agenda 2030 a reality in our region.

However, very often, the gains we have achieved at the national level mask significant —and in

some cases growing — inequalities, which are preventing the most vulnerable and excluded
people, especially women and girls, from realizing their human rights.
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Too many people are still being left behind — by growing income and wealth inequalities, by
gender inequality and gender-based violence, by discrimination and stigma, by exclusion from
participation in governance, and even by data and knowledge systems that fail to count or
account for many of the most vulnerable people.

The overall progress of the past two decades masks the stories of the excluded.

e This includes the story of the 10-year old girl who faces the risk, as she grows up, of early
marriage and teenage pregnancy, limiting her ability to finish her education and find a job.
Central Asia has some of the highest teenage pregnancy rates in our region.

e It includes the story of the woman who dies giving birth, or because of cervical cancer,
although her death would probably have been preventable.

e Inall Central Asia countries the risk of maternal death is higher than the regional average.

e It also includes the story of a migrant who is HIV-positive, putting his or her family at risk
when returning home. Sexual contact is now the predominant mode of transmission of HIV
in our region.

e And it includes the story of a woman who is exposed to gender-based violence at home
and to discrimination in the public sphere, restricting her ability to realize her rights, fulfil
her potential and fully contribute to society. One in four women in Central Asia has
experienced gender-based violence.

There are many more such stories. The good news is that we know how to make these stories a
thing of the past.

We know how to turn them into success stories. And we can do this — if we work together — by
2030, the timeframe given by the SDGs.

This conference is an excellent opportunity to discuss and share experiences on what we can
do to speed up progress, with a focus on the most marginalized benefit.

Parliamentarians have a crucial role to play in making sure the SDGs are implemented at
national and subnational level: through legislation, ensuring oversight and accountability, and
through allocating the necessary budgets.

You as parliamentarians have it in your hands to help create an environment in which the
trajectory of the 10-year old girl | mentioned includes a completed quality education, access to
the services and information she needs to protect herself from unintended pregnancy and STIs,
and a society free from gender-based violence and discrimination.
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So that by 2030, when she is a 23 year-old women, she is healthy and will have been able to
make decisions about her life, and when to have children and how many. And she will have the
opportunity to realize her full potential and contribute to all spheres of society.

In Central Asia, with its young populations and decreasing fertility rates, investing in the 10-year
old girl, and the health and education of young people more broadly, has the additional benefit
of opening the door for what we call the demographic dividend.

According to the latest data form the UN Population Division, in Central Asia, the TFR in four
countries (Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan) will go through a reduction
from a range of 5.0 - 5.9 (child per women) in the period 1975-80 to 2.04 - 2.93 by 2030 (and
in Kazakhstan from 3,23 in the period 1975-80 to 2.36 by 2030).

Life expectancy for these countries will increase from a range of 62.7-66.3 years in the period
1990-95 to 69.2 -73.0 for the period 2025-30.

These changes, together with other demographic and epidemiological changes, including
migration, adolescent pregnancy, maternal mortality and others, in particular for most
vulnerable populations, will have policy, programme and budget implication for the Central
Asian countries particularly in health, education and social services.

In this context, the National Parliaments will need to play an important role in ensuring a
legislative support to policy and programme response to this changing structure of social needs.

With the right policy mix, and a focus on investments in human capital, the countries of Central
Asia can fast-track their development in a way similar to what we have seen in parts of East and
Southeast Asia.

There is another aspect regarding the role of parliamentarians that | would like to highlight:

Parliaments not only have a role to play in promoting the implementation of the SDGs.

The Agenda 2030, under Goal 16 (Peace, Justice and Effective Institutions), also requires
Parliaments to pay special attention to their own institutional development, reflecting that
democratic governance is not only an end in itself, but also a means to sustainable development,
peace and justice.

This includes ensuring effectiveness, accountability and transparency in the work of Parliaments
themselves, and contributing to responsive, inclusive, participatory and representative decision-
making at all levels. For example, parliaments can work with their national statistics authority to
develop indicators that reflect their own priorities in support of Goal 16.

Ladies and gentlemen,

Translating the global Agenda 2030 into actionable national policies requires a concerted effort.
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The whole of society will need to take part — beginning with the people themselves.
As we have heard, it is an agenda of the people, by the people, and for the people.

A core element of the SDGs is that people must be included at every stage, from initial policy
design to implementation and monitoring.

As representatives of the people, Parliamentarians have a unique opportunity — | would even
say obligation — to facilitate this.

| hope this conference will be an important milestone in achieving the SDGs in our region, and
making sure no one is left behind, so that by 2030, we live in a region where every pregnancy is

wanted, every childbirth is safe, and every young person’s potential is fulfilled.

Introduction

| am delighted to join this session of AFPPD Central Asian Sub-Regional
Conference. | congratulate the Forum co-organizers and partners on a
successful meeting, and on consolidating the role the forum plays in support
of the youth in Central Asia.

SDG and Youth

First of all, let me mention that the 2030 Agenda and the Sustainable

Development Goals (SDGs) can’t be achieved without the support and full

participation of young people.

Around the world we see youth:

o promoting poverty eradication and peace and justice;

o launching grassroots advocacy campaigns and youth-led data monitoring
and accountability initiatives; and

o contributing to high-level consultations.

These early experiences of youth engagement with the SDGs show that youth

leadership and commitment make a big difference. The challenge now is to

do even better.

To meet the vision of the 2030 Agenda, all youth must be engaged and

empowered. Much more civic and political space is needed for young

people - at the local, national, regional and global levels.

UNSC Resolution

In December 2015, the United Nations Security Council adopted resolution
2250, the first ever thematic resolution on Youth, Peace and Security. This
historic document is very important for all young peacebuilders worldwide
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because it brings recognition and legitimacy for youth’s efforts in building
peace.

Like other parts of the world, youth are regarded as important driver for peace
and stability in Central Asia.

Youth in Kyrgyzstan

In this regards, in Kyrgyzstan, after the event in June 2010 in the South, with
support of UN Peacebuilding Fund, UN agencies implemented activities to
empower youth including:

(1) promotion of youth inclusion,

(2) promotion of multilingualism in schools and ethnic minority rights

(3) training of youth journalists for cultural diversity and interethnic harmony
One of the project “Youth for Peaceful Change” was implemented working
together with State Agency on Youth Affairs for promoting youth initiatives.
Through the Project around 3000 young people from different ethnic groups
to become local activists and leaders of youth-led projects in their
communities who can promote various youth initiatives in close partnership
with LSGs have been empowered.

For the past years, in the cross-border areas with Tajikistan, UN agencies have
been assisting communities in the border region. Again we support youth
activities with different ethnicities, and youth have increased their level of
inter-ethnic tolerance, which reduced likelihoods of violence. Here again, it
proved that youth can act as an agent of peacebuilding in promoting cross-
border cooperation.

This year, UN agencies started working for prevention of radicalization
targeting youth and women including people in certain vulnerabilities, as we
believe youth can be promotor of peace and prevention of the risk of
radicalism.

Central Asia and Youth

Now | talk about regional perspective.

In May 2017, UNDP, jointly with UNFPA and PBSO has organized a Youth,
Peace and Security Consultation for Europe and Central Asia in Istanbul. The
meeting brought together 40 young people from 18 countries of Europe and
Central Asia.
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In the meeting, the youth from Central Asia have voiced “Prevention of

Violent Extremism” as a regional challenge affecting all Central Asian

countries.

They say that youth may tend to engage in violent extremism due to lack of

opportunities for their self-realization for example,

o Lack of means to realize their dreams/mission.

o Lack of awareness on how recruitment is organized, adds vulnerability of
youth to radicalization.

o Lack of access to information, on the recruitment by radical religious
movements which may take place via internet.

o the rise of radicalism, and the lack of youth voice and accountability of
governments in the region.

The other driving force is the wide spread migration of young people to Russia

and other countries. While away from their family home, labor migrants are

often subject to discrimination, economic hardship, racial abuse and state

harassment. This makes them an easy target for the Islamist recruiters. There

were recommendations for the need to strengthen dialogue between youth and

the government, as well as among youth of different backgrounds (urban vs

rural; etc) and from different countries of the region through the existing youth

networks.

Youth participants from Central Asia believe that they can help youth via

peer-to-peer consultations and advice. They need opportunities for closer

interactions with their governments and peers. They also suggested greater

engagement of religious leaders in PVE since the local imams are often the

ones whom the youth listens to/consults with. The experience of ‘Kazakhstan

for Peace’ movement shows that engagement of religious leaders could be

useful.

There is an issue of credibility and capacity of NGO/CSOs as well. There are

some difficulty for newly established youth focused NGO/CSOs to secure

government support in promoting youth led initiatives (Kazakhstan).

The additional obstacle is the relatively weak status of NGOs in some of the

countries. This in turn limits the opportunities for youth to fulfill their political

and social rights and participate in political decision making. Many countries

have also developed state policies on youth, which however, do not seem to

be implemented sufficiently and rarely have real impact on the lives of youth.
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There are very limited number of youth focused NGO/CSOs in the region.
The youth movement ‘Kazakhstan for Peace’ was established in 2014 and is
focused on PVE. The movement engages religious leaders and journalists to
undertake PVE activities through peer-to-peer psycho-social support and legal
advice.

The interaction of youth with the law enforcement has been also noted as one
of the challenges, which could be addressed through ensuring human rights
compliant law enforcement and justice practices and raining awareness of
youth on their rights to justice and free legal aid.

Closing

In closing, | would like to re-emphasize the importance of investing in youth
in the region because the case in Kyrgyzstan shows youth plays pivotal role
for development of society through their stronger engagement.

We know that without the commitment and participation of youth, the SDGs
can’t be achieved. | believe all the UN agencies linking with young people.
Thank you once again for your commitment to place youth participation and
wellbeing at the very heart of the 2030 Agenda and the SDGs.
